What an exciting month we have had, with planning permissions being issued, management mergers and the first
turf being cut.

Everyone is working really hard in the run up to Christmas to dot all the “I’s” and cross all the “T’s” on
the funding agreements in a bid to give us all the Christmas present we really
want: and that is to see development on the ground in 2010.

East Devon District Council have now been given permission to sign funding agreements on
behalf of the Growth Point to speed up the process and enable the growth point to progress
along the critical path to delivery next year.

An agreement has also been reached which confirms the funding for the delivery team until 2011, so a merry
Christmas will be had by all.

THE FIRST TURF HAS BEEN CUT........

This week Flybe held a turf cutting ceremony to celebrate the beginning
of ground work for the Flybe Training Academy. This follows hot on the
heels of East Devon District Council issuing the outline planning

permission earlier this month.

The £24 million building which is being built on a 12 hectare site which is
expected to be complete by the latter half of 2010, will house 4 state of the
art flight simulators and could create around 200 jobs.

This is fantastic news for the Growth Point, which has aspirations to
provide opportunities to increase the skills of the current work force and to
create opportunities in Exeter and East Devon for skilled employment. (To see Press Coverage contact Lesley for

EXETER SCIENCE PARK - DETERMINATION...........

East Devon Development Control this month resolved to grant outline
planning permission for Exeter Science Park. This is another step towards
work beginning on the 24 hectare site at Junction 29 of the M5.

Exeter Science Park, which will provide services for knowledge intensive
firms, will have strong links with the University of Exeter Innovation Centre,
which itself provides start-up units for new knowledge intensive businesses.

Now that outline planning permission for Exeter Science Park has been
agreed by East Devon’s Development Control Committee, work to clear the
site could begin next year, with the first buildings underway in 2011

We have known for some time that there is a real need to address the skills gap and
providing direct links between education and industry will undoubtedly help to improve the skills of the current work
force. Both Exeter Science Park and the Flybe Training Academy will be shining examples of this principle at work”.
